The Answer is that Korean and Japanese Prefectures
has different international network, administrative organization, and policy
priority each other. First, Korean Prefectures seeks global network Ilike UCLG,
ICLEI. On the other hand, Japanese Prefectures put more importance on bilateral
sisterhood relations with their partners. Secondly, Korean Prefectures set
administrative organizations for international commerce and trade. But, Japanese
Prefectures has dwelled on international co-operation for civil exchange programs.
Thirdly, Korean Prefectures more emphasized outward internationalization until now,
in comparison with Japanese Prefectures moves policy priority toward multi-cultural

programs for foreign residents.
