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China and Japan signed the China—Japan Peace and Friendship Treaty in 1978. According to th—
is treaty, various exchanges such as the education, the arts, the sciences, the cultural activet
—ies between two nations have become very active. The Chinese government Vice—President Deng X-i
aoping dispatched many Chinese international Students positively realize “four modernization” in

the ref-orm and opening China which opened a door of the global community at last. Preparatory
School for Chinese Students to Japan was established inside the Northeast Normal University as a
preparatory education organization of the undergraduate to go abroad to Japan as a joint manag-—
ement between China and Japan Government in 1979. It is unprecedented that a preparatory school
of a certain country has existed more than 30 years

15 former Kenkoku University students such as Gu Xuegian’s uncle was the last Minister of
Transportation Manchurian and Japan group of the international students in Japan belongs to No—
rtheast Normal University. They supported deliberation for the opening of school and management

Therefore it was said that they carried the role that was important as a bridge of the two co—
untries. We should point out that a talented person inheritance was made use of Manchuria.

The 100 chosen students from the everywhere of China went abroad to Japan every year after
Finishing preparatory education for one year. The Japanese language education that was the first

step of the studying abroad in particular field had an influence far and wide in China. ITOH
Yoshiteru who was from Japanese school attached to Tokyo University of Foreign Language Studies
was picked as the head of the Japanese Language teacher’ s association. According to SHIINA Kaz-
uo who was a Japanology director of Japan Foundation and a person in charge of the selection of
the Japanese Language teacher’ s association, he thought to make dependent system of Japanese
Language school attached to Tokyo University of Foreign Language Studies
SUZUKI Shinobu who has worked for to KOKUSAI GAKUYUKAI since wartime made the foundation of

Japanese school attached to Tokyo University of Foreign Language Studies. He proposed Japanese

language teaching method of a compromise between direct method and habit formation theory of the
Audio lingual Approach. However, Chinese students and teachers were skeptical about this method,
and it got surprising effective in a short term and gave persons concerned with media and educ—
ation a shock. ITO Yoshiteru gave special lecture to many Chinese education institution’ s tea-
chers . In other words, Preparatory School for Chinese Students to Japan was not only for the
education of the student but also functions all the teacher’ s training. A severe education cur-
riculum caused one Chinese teacher died of overwork at the time of the opening of a school,

Northeast Normal University teachers introduced the way of this method and researched on it
positively. They reported to circle of the Chinese Japanese education, and this method sent sho-—
ck waves through China. In 1993, National Education commission awarded the teachers of the depa—
rtment Japanese language of the Northeast Normal University. Contents of this prize are the meth
od of Preparatory School for Chinese Students to Japan, namely it means an approved it by Chine
se nation, in addition the method of Preparatory School for Chinese Students to Japan built up
a foundation of the Japanese education in today s China.

Most of students first met Japanese people at the opening of the school then.
There were the many students who considered Japanese teachers as the former Japa-
nese soldiers. However, after they experienced refined teaching method and teache-
r’s devotion of the education, they became to love Japanese and pray for the fri-
endship between China and Japan. Consequently, they changed views on Japan and Ja
panese people. Chinese and Japanese teachers became to respect each other. It is
the moment when mutual understanding was accomplished through education cultural
exchange. In fact, there was one Japanese teacher had expiation awareness of the
wartime period. When he listened to students and Chinese teacher telling “We must

endure for a friendship between China and Japan” many times, he was terribly dis
tressed by the difference of the friendship meaning between China and Japan, and
he have sealed it. But since one Chinese teacher told to him ”“Your working is
exactly a friendship between China and Japan”. He was released his suffering and
understood the friendship between China and Japan’s true meaning. It is likely
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that his thought change is the reason why he was in Changchun not Japan.
Preparatory School for Chinese Students to Japan has started Japanese language course for
the general public and students from self-governing Xinjiang Province since 1985. Preparatory
School positively promoted understanding of Xinjiang culture in Changchun. There are many
problems in Preparatory School for Chinese Students to Japan today, For example, a change
In the latest student of human nature by reforming social situation, a lowering
Japanese teacher’s consciousness as Japan’s Government delegate teacher, how to
develop education and research. However, on the other hand, all students recogniz
e that going abroad to Japan is not the innate respect for the position, but for
friendship interchange between China and Japan. Edwin Reischauer who was an Ori-
entalist, and acted as a U.S. Ambassador to Japan, arrived at his conclusion that
t—-he Chinese international student was the innate respect for the position. Sinc
e the Meiji period, many Chinese international students in Japan were so, too.
Education of two countries combination in Preparatory School for Chinese Students to Ja—
pan led to a change in student’s thought for the studying abroad beyond 100 years
As a final point, we should emphasize that Preparatory School for Chinese Students
to Japan has many functions; not just a simple educational institution any else ma-
ke us realize again the thought that called “the studying abroad for friendship
interchange”, and the signification of the history of international Chinese stude-—
nts in Japan for more than 110 is great.
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
