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In this research, we conducted multiple online international exchange session,
including pre and post instructions, for junior and senior high school students in
Japan and Malaysia. Our aim was to seek what kind of effect it had on the global
awareness among students in both countries. We utilized an attitude survey, pre and
post the exchange program, for research purposes

1. Schools:
a.Malaysia: Sri Mersing Secondary School (Johor, Malaysia)
b. Japan: Seishin Gakuen Secondary School (Kashihara City, Nara Prefecture)

2. Number of respondents: 40 from each school, totaling 80.

a. Sri Mersing: Form 4 (16 years old, 35 students), Form 3 (15 years, 5students) 40
people in total.

b. Seishin Gakuen: 40 first—-year high school students (16 years old).

3. Survey schedule:

1st session — September 28, 2022,
2nd session — October 26, 2022,
3rd session - January 25, 2023

4. Survey method:

In the exchange class, students formed groups of two. Two students from each
country gave presentations about their countries society, culture, schools, and
daily life followed with free question and answer session. In addition, before and
after the exchange class, survey was conducted using questionnaires and interviews
regarding changes in the global awareness among students from both countries.

5.Findings and Recommendations:

(1) The majority of students from both countries responded that they were
“satisfied” with the program, however, in addition to online, a large number also
answered that they would prefer to visit each others schools and have face—-to—face
exchanges.

(2) Compared to the Japanese students, the Malaysian students who are from a
multicultural society background, are more motivated and positive towards
international exchange, both before and after the program. Japanese students on the
other hand tend to be passive before the exchange and at the beginning, but
progressively become more motivated and they seem to open up more to each other.

(3) To enhance the outcome of such online exchange program, preparations such as
conducting research on society and culture of the counter country and one’ s own
country is considered vital.

(4) It is effective to continue such online program over a period of 3 to 6 months,
including pre—learning(research), online exchange classes (three to five times),
and review after the program.

(5) For ensuring higher benefits from an overseas student visit, online sessions

before and after face—to—face visit are highly recommended
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
