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This study which is part of my five-years research project (from 2003 through 2007) conducts household and

community surveys on sustainable development in rural Fijian villages to examine structural and dynamic

relationships of households’ livelihoods and poverty with collective action, reciprocity, and land and resource

management based on communal network such as village and kinship. This is the first household survey focusing on

environment and development in the Pacific region. Major works which were done during the grant period are the

following:

1. 1 completed entry and cleaning of the household and community survey data in the first round collected in 2003.

2. Two types of literature reviews were done: one on risk sharing, reciprocity, and social capital for the analysis of
the first-round data, and the other on survey methods for the second-round survey to be conducted in 2005.

3. | examined the role of risk sharing in villages and kinship groups to respond to cyclone shocks. This work shed
new lights on the economic role of ritual. | presented this work in two seminars in Japan.

4. | held interviews with local government officers to identify and organize secondary data which are located in
various institutions.

5. In collaboration with local governments and researchers (at the University of South Pacific), | did preparatory
work for the second-round household and community surveys such as research design, survey planning,
arrangement of facilities and staff, selection of study villages, and questionnaire design.
